• The operation of cylinder and rotary mowing machines, to include ‘ride on’ and pedestrian operated horticultural machinery
• Soil cultivation and preparation for planting
• Tree and shrub planting and after care according to the specification
• Maintain Highway verges.
• Litter picking, sweeping and bin emptying as well as cleaning of mess rooms, toilets and pavilions

• Erection and dismantling of sports and other equipment. Initial setting out and marking of sports pitches of all types from dimension charts. Maintenance operations on sports surfaces including cricket tables, bowling greens and putting greens

• Checking and carrying out routine maintenance of machinery, equipment and tools

• Driving and being responsible for Guildford Borough Council vehicles and plant. Using the full range of grounds maintenance tools and equipment and powered hand tools

• Use of herbicides and pesticides
